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With the help of many members we spent the fall on club renovations.  We relocated the
air system to better improve the air flow.  Replaced the emergency exit door and most of all we
rebuild the backstop which has served since 1971.  A major project that required complete
removal of the spent bullets, collecting the water from the pit for recycling and removing the old
backstop.  Dan Watson Welding did the technical work, while our volunteers were led by Nate
Sanders.  The new armor plating permits us to fire jacketed ammo up to 1440FS. Several of the
other changes  improved the lighting with a new system, replaced the knee wall for use with
silhouette shooting and strengthened the rear wall.  While we were doing this we also replaced
both gable ends with new vinyl donated by a member.   A list of photos and members that helped
is posted on the club wall.
